POSITION SUMMARY:

• Monitor pharmacotherapy outcomes and support medication, safety and adherence 
• Provide patient education regarding medications, treatment options, and self-management strategies 
• Delivering evidence-based drug information to patients and health care providers 
• Participate in multidisciplinary group education programs 
• Contribute to chronic disease management initiatives, disease prevention, and health promotion activities 
• Participate in quality improvement initiatives and program evaluation 
• Provide clinical teaching to residents, students, and other health professionals where appropriate 
• Participate in interdisciplinary case conferences and care planning discussions 
• Maintain accurate and timely clinical documentation within the electronic medical record (EMR) 
• Participating in committees, community partnerships, and program development initiatives 
• Perform other duties as assigned
